CHILD PROTECTION GUIDELINES FOR PUBLICATIONS AND INTERNET ACCESS

GUIDELINES FOR PUBLICATIONS

Background:

Paedophiles use the internet to prey on children.  Evidence in Australia indicates that what is posted on an internet site or published in a magazine or newspaper is used by paedophiles to target children, to locate them and the information that is presented is used as a tool to assist with grooming.  The end result is that in spite of the best intentions in the world on the part of the publisher, children end up being the victims of abuse.

No one wants the information that they publish to be used by paedophiles.  Basketball Australia will be vigilant in ensuring that what we use to promote a team or individual is not used for the wrong purposes. 

As a result, Basketball Australia will:

1 Never give out personal information about the child.  This includes surname, address, telephone number etc.

2 Take all reasonable precautions to ensure that when photographs are used they will not include identifying information  - such as full names, addresses etc

3 Be very careful with the information that we utilise.

4 Only allow video taping and/or photographs of any teams or individual athletes of games by:

a. State/Territory team officials who have signed a Member Protection Statement. All videoing will only be allowed in designated areas of the stadium.  The video cameras are to be battery operated and hand held only (no tripods)

b. Family and /or friends of participants at the Championships, who have registered with Basketball Australia for the purposes of taking video and /or photographs and have signed a video/photo permission form acknowledging they will comply with Basketball Australia’s policy in regards to the use of photos. All videoing will only be allowed in designated areas of the stadium.  The video cameras are to be battery operated and hand held only (no tripods)

c. People not associated with any participants at the championships who wish to video for reasonable educational purposes, who have registered with Basketball Australia for the purposes of taking video, and have signed a photo permission form acknowledging they will comply with Basketball Australia’s policy. All videoing will only be allowed in designated areas of the stadium.  The video cameras are to be battery operated and hand held only (no tripods)
As a result of the above, Basketball Australia will provide the official photographer with the names and playing numbers of any player whose parents (or guardian) have specifically requested no action photograph to be taken prior to the start of the event.
